AutoSD Steel Detailing Demo For AutoCAD 2002 / 2000i / 2000

Installation

Download the demo. Extract the files by double clicking on it with Windows Explorer. When prompted for the location to extract the files type in C:\ASDDEMO. ( where C: is the drive letter where AutoCAD is installed ) Simply follow the configuration instructions given below.

AutoCAD 2002 / 2000i / 2000 / R14 configuration

From the pull down menu select "TOOLS" and then "Preferences" or "Options". A dialog box is displayed. Pick the Profiles tab. Pick "Add to list" or "Copy". For profile name use "ASD Demo". Pick Apply and Close or OK. Pick "Set Current". Pick the "Files" tab. Double click on "Support file search path". Pick Add, and add the following line in the newly created box.

C:\ASDDEMO    ( where C: is the drive letter where AutoCAD is installed )

For R14 only, close AutoCAD and then reopen it.

At the command prompt type MENU. Change the Look In box to your C drive.

Double click on ASDDEMO.

Select *.mnu from the Files of Type box.

Select the mnu file name that is the same as your version of AutoCAD.

Select Open.

A message box appears warning that loading of a template file overwrites the menu source file.

Select YES to continue loading the MNU file.

Running the demo

1. Start AutoCAD and open the drawing DEMO.DWG found in the ASDDEMO directory.

2. Using the TOOLS | LOAD APPLICATION dialog box, navigate to the ASDDEMO directory and load AutoSD.LSP
3. Using the TOOLS | OPTIONS dialog box, go to the PROFILES tab and set ASDDemo as the current profile.

Once the demo drawing is loaded you may pick an item from the pull down menu titled DEMO to be detailed. The demo is primarily self-running with provision made for occasional user inputs.  When dialog boxes are displayed you may aslo browse through the various settings and configuration options.  You can also browse through the other pull down menus although those programs are not available. 

Please be aware that the demo uses a defined set of values and entries to show a representative sample of the AutoSD package and does not showcase the entire range of program features at this point in time.  If you have questions or concerns about the functionality of a particular portion of the system relative to your needs, please contact Nu-Way Engineering.

Removing an installation

The demo files will be copied to the folder C:\ASDDEMO. To remove the files, Use Windows Explorer and delete the folder C:\ASDDEMO.

Removing the profile for AutoCAD 14 - 2002:

From the pull down menu select TOOLS and then Preferences or Options or type CONFIG and press enter. A dialog box is displayed.

Pick the Profiles tab.

Select a profile name other than ASD Demo and pick "Set Current".

Select the profile name ASD Demo and pick "Delete".

Pick OK and OK.
